3. The SEAC Rajasthan after due considerations of the relevant documents submitted by the project
proponent and additional clarifications/documents furnished to it have recommended for Environmental
Clearance with certain stipulations. The SEIAA Rajasthan after considering the proposal and
recommendations of the SEAC Rajasthan hereby accord Environmental Clearance to the project as per
the provisions of Environmental Impact Assessment Notification 2006 and its subsequent amendments,

subject to strict compliance of the terms and conditions as follows: =

PART A: SPECIFIC CONDITIONS

I. CONSTRUCTION PHASE

i “Consent to Establish” shall be obtained from RPCB before start of any construction work at the site.
ii.  The PP shall obtain a “No objection certificate for height clearance for the envisaged level from the

Airports Authority of India.
{ii.  No Mobile tower shall be installed.

iv. EMP expenditure during construction phase with a capital investment of Rs. 37.00 lacs and recurring
Rs. 14,00 lacs. EMP expenditure during operation phase capital investment Rs. 195.50 lacs and

recurring Rs. 31.50 lacs as submitted during presentation.
v.  Asagreed part of corporate social responsibility, the PP shall earmark an investment of Rs.

per year for next three years, for undertaking various activities for social up-liftment under CSR
activities. These activities should include but be not limited to environment, community service and
philanthropy. The expenditure on these aclivities shall be reflected in the books of account when
presented for auditing of accounts. Detailed action plan of CSR activities shall be submitted by the PP

xiv. NOC shall be obtained from National State Disaster Management Authority, wherever applicable.

xv. The Drains should be of adequate capacity and be lined till the final disposal points.

. xvi. Provision shall be made for the housing of construction labor within the site with all necessary
infrastructure and facilities such' as fuel for cooking, mobile toilets, mobile STP, safe drinking water,
medical health care, créche ete. The housing may be in the form of temporary structures to be removed

after the completion of the project.

xvii. All required sanitary and hygienic measures shall be in place before starting construction activities. The
safe disposal of waste water and solid waste generated during the Construction phase shall be ensured.

Disposal of muck during construction phase shall not create any. adverse effect on the neighboring
communities and be disposed taking the necessary precautions for general safety and health aspects of
the people, only in approved sites with the approval of competent authority.

xxiv. Soil and ground water samples will be tested to ascertain that, there is no threat to the ground water
quality by leaching of heavy metals and other toxic contaminants.

xxv. Construction spoils, including bituminous material and other hazardous materials must not be allowed
to contaminate water courses and the dump sites for such material must be secured so that they do not
leach into the ground water.

<xvi. The diesel generator sets to be used during the construction phase shall be low-sulphur-diesel type and
shall conform to Environment (Protection) Rules for air and noise emission standards.

Water demand during construction shall be reduced by the use of pre-mixed concrete, curing agents
and other best practices.

xxxiv. Total domestic water requirement shall not exceed 1065 KLD. The PP shall obtain prior permission
from CGWA before withdrawing ground water through tube wells during construction phase and post
construction /operation phase of the project.

xxxv. Separation of grey and black water shall be done by the use of dual plumping line for separation of
grey and black water.

xxxvi. Treatment of 100% grey water by decentralized treatment shall be done.

XxXVil. Building Plan from the competent Authority shall be got approved and position cleared with
reference to Master Plan.

xxxviii. Adequate measures shall be taken to reduce air and noise pollution during construction
keeping in mind CPCB norms on noise limits.

xxxix. A First Aid Room will be provided in the project both during construction and operation of the project.

«l.  Any hazardous waste generated during construction phase shall be disposed off as per applicable rules
and norms with necessary authorization of the RPCB.

«li. The approval of the competent authority shall be obtained for structural safety of the building due to
earthquake, adequacy of fire fighting equipments, etc as per National Building Code 2005 including
protection measures from lightening ete. 5

xlii. Regular supervision of the above and other measures for monitoring shall be in place throughout the
construction phase.

An independent expert preferably from NIT/IIT/NEERI shall certify the installation of the Sewage
Treatment Plant (STP) and a report in this regard shall be submitted to thé RPCB, before the project is
commissioned for operation. Discharge of treated sewage shall conform to the norms & standards of the
Rajasthan State Pollution Control Board.
For conservation of electricity and to reduce energy losses the management shall ensure that the electrical
voltage is stepped down from 33 KV to 11 KV and distributed at this level and finally brought to 440
volts.
Rain Water harvesting (RWH) for roof top run-off and surface run-off, as planned shall be implemented.

Use of glass may be reduced by up to 40% to reduce the electricity consumption and load in air-
conditioning. 1f necessary, use high quality double glass with special reflective coating windows.
Roof shall meet prescriptive requirement as per Energy Conservation Building Code by using appropriate
thermal insulation material to fulfill requirement.

Application of solar energy shall be incorporated for illumination of common areas, lighting for gardens
and street lighting in addition to provision for solar water heating. A hybrid system or fully solar system
for a portion of the apartments shall be provided.
Traffic congestion near the entry and exit points from the roads adjoining the proposed project site must
be avoided. Parking shall be fully internalized and no public space shall be utilized.
A Report on the energy conservation measures confirming to energy conservation norms finalize by
Bureau of Energy Efficiency shall be prepared incorporating details about building materials &
technology, R & U Factors ete. Quantify energy saving measures,
Proper system of channelizing excess storm water shall be provided.

The power factor shall be maintained near unity.

A
complete set of all the documents submitted 'to SEIAA, Rajasthan shall be forwarded to the DoE,
Rajasthan and Rajasthan State Pollution Control Board.
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
