Government Fair Authority, Govt. Departments of the country for construction,
electrification and other related allied works including its maintenance for the
proposed National Handloom Expo to be held at Jaipur from 17.12.2017 to
31.12.2017.

The Contractor must have experience of relvent work in organizing atleast one

Handloom Expo or Exhibition of equivalent magnitude during last seven years.

The duration of the Expo shall be 15 days. However, in case it is extended upto
three days, no extra payment shall be made to the contractor. In case the Expo is
extended for more than three days, extra payment for each extended day (S)
beyond 15 days shall be made at the rate not exceeding proportionate cost for 15
days.

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STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR IN PRIOR AND EXTERIOR DECORATION
WORK OF THE STATE PAVILIONS FOR NATIONAL LEVEL HANDLOOM EXPO.

DETAILED SPECIFICATIONS

The structures should be sturdy and neatly finished. The basic structure is to be
constructed with Steel pipe pillars of 4" diameter and the rafter and perlins with steel pipe of
2.5" to 3" diameter at a distance not less than 2' The roof is to be covered with good quality
of G.C. sheet and tarpolin and should be without any imperfection and imperfection and holes
to prevent leakages of water in the advant of rains. In order to protect the products of the
participants, steel pipes should be fixed over the tarpolin at a distance of 2' Sufficient slope is
to be provided to ensure water drainage in case of rains. The front should have minimum
height of 13' 6" from the ground and the back should have a minimum height of 10" 6". The
plate form is to be made of 3/4" ply block board / wooden planks and should be at 18" height
from the ground. Proper breakings at a distance of 2' (both vertical and horizontal) should be
constructed to give platform enough strength and to withhold the anticipated crowd to the
Expo. Wall to wall carpeting of approved quality should be laid over the platform. The gap

between ground and platform should be covered with 4 mm ply.

The back and front side walls should be made of 4' frame work of not less than 3"X1"
vertical and at least 1" horizontal frame work covered with 4 mm ply board on the sides.
Dividing walls should also be made as per the above specifications. The minimum height of
the walls from platform should be 8'. The ceiling should be fixed at 8' 6" from the platform
and a gap of 6" between the walls and the ceiling on all sides should be covered of approved
wire mash in order to have proper ventilation and to prevent pilferage. A step at the entrance
should be provided to enable the visitors to the Expo (as per the drawing to have an easy
access to each pavilion). A front show 4'X4" should be provided as per drawing in each
pavilion with proper heading. The front facia should be 4' height with approved ground
colour. Running 4' facia height with approved coloured should he fixed in each pavilion to
enable lettering of the name of State & society in both Hindi & English, to cover the front as

well as the sides wherever required.

Sales counter and counter is to be fabricated with 18 mm commercial block board /
wooden post & shelve / similar nature of material and properly painted with approved shade

colour. Height should be 36" and the width 2'. The length of the counter will not be less than
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16" in the case of 250 sq.ft. pavilion, 32" in the case of 500 sq.ft. and 48" in the case of 750
sg.ft. pavilion respectively. One cash counter of 3'4"X2'6 shall be provided in addition to the
stipulated sales counters to each of the pavilions with a provision of drawer and with a
provision of chair for the cashier. Proper locking should be provided with cash counter. 4
racks should be provided in the 250 sq.ft. pavilion, 8 racks should be provided in the 500
sg.ft. pavilion and 12 racks should be provided in the 750 sq. ft. pavilion and should be
fabricated with commercial block board / iron/wooden post and shelves / similar material of
size 8'X4'X18" with 5 shelves each (refer drawing). The racks to be provided should be
properly painted with approved quality. One door of 4'x7' size with 4 mm ply covered from
both sides along with proper locking arrangements also from both sides should he provided in
each of the pavilion as per drawings. 3 Chairs should be provided in the 250 Sq. ft. pavilion,
6 chairs should be provided in the 500 Sq. ft. pavilion, 9 chairs should be provided in the 750
Sq. ft. pavilion.

For each pavilion 2 numbers of fire extinguishers as approved by fire authority shall
have to be installed, one each of common and another suitable for electrical fire. They should
be installed at places as directed by the fire authority. Electrical light and fan fittings to be
provided with necessary wiring on main line separately (a) fan (b) light (c) night lamp,
distribution and paint wiring including fittings complete as may be approved by the local
electrical authority. All fittings should be properly focused to enable enough / proper lighting
at the sales counter and general lightings at the pavilion.

Contractor have to provide two numbers of D.G. Sets of sufficient capacity diesel
generating sets as a standby so as to provide connections to the number of tube lights fitted in

the case of power failures. The capacity of the generators must be such as to meet the full
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load. The number of furniture provided in stalls may exchanged in same quantity as per
requirement by the stall holder.

Electric connection will be taken from JVVN Ltd. by contractor on the behalf of
Udhyam Protsahan Sansthan and security money will be deposited by the Sansthan Necessary

action will be taken for refund of security money after conclusion of Expo by the contractor.

All electrical works including fittings and wiring must be done through a licensed
electrical contractor borne in the current approved list of PWD (Electricals/CPWD. etc.) who
will submit and obtain necessary approvals and submit TEST FROM to Executive Engineer,
PWD (Electrical or power connection). The Contractor shall quote rental for the items for the
duration of the Expo. The rent shall be inclusive of all wiring, trenches inclusive of all
caballing from switch transformer to boards, distribution boards for each block of 10 shops to
main panel for three phase meter for requisite power load inclusive of all equipment
structures and fitting as required for the electric supply and contact from the supply terminal
to and inclusive of distribution board for a block of 10 shops as approved. Installation of
transformer (s) shall also be the responsibility of the Contractor. He shall also supply, fix and
maintain HRC Fuses, TP Switch, Fuse units, DP Switch fuses, Porcelain Kit-Kats, etc., etc.,
required for the distribution of power to individual shops. Complete safety measures shall be
adopted and all cable joints etc. properly earthed with copper conductor and sufficient
earthling pits provided under the direction and approval of the M.D. UPS/ Expo Authority.
The rent should be include constant qualified and experienced electrician for the maintenance
and service (entirely at the cost of the Contractor) as required. The temporary electrical
connection and consumption charges required for construction period shall be obtained by the
Contractor at his own risk and cost. The meter rent and electricity consumption charges for
EB / JVVN Ltd. for the duration of the Expo shall however be borne by UPS/ Expo

Authority. The inspection charges of electric inspection will be borne by the contractor.
Besides the tube light fittings, spot lights, fans etc., mentioned in the general
construction, the Contractor has to provide the following lighting arrangements. Providing
and fixing Halogen light outdoor type water proof fittings complete the under - ground wiring
and steel fixing bracket of 75 mm x 6 mtrs. high 'A’ class steel poles duly painted black or as
per instruction of the Expo Authority with two / four 1000 watt halogens. providing and

fixing 4' long fluorescent tube lights on new steel patties in the parking area, WC bath room,
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etc., as per the instruction of the Expo Authority. The number of lights should be sufficient to
avoid darkness and as per instructions given by Expo Authority. Complete Public address
system with a powerful (PA 60) switch over type amplifier with 4 microphones,(one cord less
mike) tape player and 20 numbers loudspeakers time operator shall be provided by the
Contractor to operate the Sound System and play cassettes of recorded instrumental music.
The control, amplifier, etc., will be located in or near the office. A number of music cassettes

should be provided.

Construction of VIP Lounge will be same as State pavilions except no rack and
counter. Sufficient furniture / fixtures and other office items as instructed at site by Expo
Authorities should be provided in the office and VIP lounge by the Contractor without any
extra cost. Office furniture' shall include (1) Three sofa set of good quality (2) one fridge (3)
3 central table with glass top (4) three office tables and stools, twelve office chairs (5) three
room heaters (6) trays/ glasses / jugs/ three sets of good quality crockery, flask, dust bin,
electric bell, clock etc. Announcer Cabin will be provided therein as directed. Additions /
alterations may be suggested at the site by he Expo Authority, for which, no extra payment
shall be made to the Contractor. Three full and one half size new steel almirah with lock and
key is to be provided. A separate urinal attached to the VIP lounge should be provided for use

by the officers and guests. Electric bell and glass will be provided in VIP lounge.

Construction of post office, First Aid Room is same as state pavilions except racks
and counters. Two counter with glass window, Six chairs and Two drawer with locking
facility will have to be provided. The counter shall be 300 cm. long or as directed by Postal

Authorities including lighting as directed.

State Pavilion, Expo Ground, Canteen Restaurant, Kiosks etc. should be clean
properly daily. Sufficient sweepers should be engaged for this work to ensure cleanness

through out the Expo.

Arrangement for a tent accommodating six folding beds for security persons, six
chain shall be provided The above specifications are the minimum requirements. Further
instructions on the spot will be given by the Fire/Bank/PO/Police authority in case any
deviation is deemed necessary. No extra payment shall be made to the Contractor for all such

additions / alterations.
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TOILETS -

Contractors have to provide covered bathroom and WCs for the use of the participants
and visitors on round the clock basis. Sufficient water supply has to be ensured by the
Contractor and arrangements for handing soiled/ dirty water are to be made on large scale
enough to handle the expected volume of rush. Septic tanks, sock-pits, sewer lines and man
holes, etc., as mandatory under CPWD rules are to be provided to run the WC's and
bathrooms at the Expo. The rates of WC's and bathrooms therefore should be inclusive of all
these provisions.

Total 2 sets of WC blocks consisting of 10 WC's in each block at site as indicated by
the Expo Authority. Internal size of WC is 4'x4', height 6 ¥ from platform level. Roof and the
partition should be with G1 sheets without imperfection or holes. The WC (India type) sheet
and its platform will be 1'X6' height from ground level, made of brick work in 1:3 cement
and with top finish of 1" thick IPS Flooring with necessary slope in floor as door should be in
such a way that privacy is maintained. Each Block of WCs must have an over-head water
tank of 500 liter capacity and enable round the clock water service. Water tap in each WC
may also be provided. WCs and toilets with indication of Gents / Ladies should be made.
Electrical fittings and provisions of 100 watt bulb to be provided in each WC. Each WCs
should be equipped with bucket / mugs. Full time sweeper should be engaged for each block
of WCs to ensure cleanliness throughout the Expo. The WCs should be ready at least two
days before the commencement of the Expo.

BATHING PLACE

A 9" raised masonry platform from ground level with cement plaster 30" long and 5'
wide having 3/4" IPS flooring over it with proper slope is to be constructed and a 5' X 4.5"
thick brick wall 30" with 1:4 cement mortar also to be constructed at one end of platform to
support 10 water taps. Drainage of waste water should also be properly arranged. There
should be no spreading of water by over-flow or leakages in the disposal system. An over-
head tank of 2000-liter capacity should be constructed to enable round the clock water

facility.

URINALS
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Providing urinals at 2 places with 8 urinals stalls in each made from a brick wall of 4'
height of 16' length with 4" partition walls to go between each urinal duly plastered, a
platform of 16" X 3' with brick work duly plastered is to be provided for standing. The
platform should have proper slope for drainage. A gutter is to be provided at the base of the
back wall and plat form and drained as directed. Urinals will be hand flushed. Round the
clock water facility should be made available at all urinals. Two covered urinals made for

ladies purpose inclusive of above.

STORAGE AND DISTRIBUTION OF WATER SUPPLY

The Contractor has to provide for the storage and distribution of water throughout the
Expo period:

1. Main storage plastic tank is to be installed at height with a capacity of 5000 liter. Inlet
from the main water line and outlet to the smaller tanks with proper plumbing and

connections should be ensured by the contractor through out the Expo period.

2. Four smaller tanks of 500 liter capacity to be fixed on 4 WCs blocks and a 2000
capacity tank at the bathing place with both inlet from the required areas with proper
plumbing and connections must be ensured by the Contractor through out the Expo

period.

3. Twenty numbers of self - closing railway type taps of %" dia. are to be provided at
two places with round the clock drinking water supply must be ensured by the
Contractor through out the Expo period. Proper drainage of water must be ensured to

avoid any water logging / stagnation.
4. Water supply must be arranged by the Contractor.

KIOSKS / RESTAURANT / CANTEEN

Size of each Kiosk will be 10" x 10" with height 10" and restaurant 20" x 20" x 20',
with GCI roof and shall have ficia of 2' on all the four side. Each kiosk should be provided 2
tables of 4'x4'x4" size, four tube lights with power connection, 6 chairs, 2 drum of 6' height to
store water, disposable / wastes. In each restaurant / canteen 12 tables of 4x4x4 size, 12 tube
lights with power connections, 24 chairs, 6 drums of 6" height to store water, two Big Dustbin
disposable / wastes should be provided. Water supply must be arrange by the contactor. The
power two point connections are required (the number of extra power points with connections
and to the stalls where such connections are to be provided shall be intimated at site by the
Expo-Authority). Electrical wirings inside the kiosks / restaurant should be done on conduit
piping so as to avoid fire hazards. Flooring should be leveled.
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INAUGURAL / CLOSING CEREMONY / WORKSHOP PROGRAMMES

The stage for inauguration closing & workshop programme will be of good quality.
Chairs / Sofa for guest will of Dunlop cushion. The chairs for VIP's will be good quality. The
flower decoration stage arrangement podium, Statue of Ganesh Decpdan, siklver chowki will
be of good quality other things will be as per item No. 10. The Shamiana will be maintained
in good conditions during Expo period for organizing various functions as required.

All the materials used for construction of Sate Pavilions / Kiosks etc. should meet the
approval of the Expo Authority. Notwithstanding anything contained in the aforesaid clauses
and in the accompanying schedules, the Expo Authority is competent to charge of the venue
and the schedules accordingly or ever cancel the Expo before the work is formally awarded
and the Contractor will not have any against the M.D. UPS/Expo Authority for the
preliminary work(s) or any expenses incurred by the Contractor in connection with his
tendering for the work and further proceedings thereon.
