(1) Filing an appeal

If any Bidder or prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, section or
ommission of the procuring Entity is in contravention to the provisions of the Act or
Rules or the Guidelines issued thereunder, he may file on appeal to First Appllate
Authority, as specified in the Bidding Document within a period of teb days from
the date of such decision or action, omission, as the case may be, clearly giving the

specific ground or grounds on which he feels aggrieved;

Provided that after the declaration of a Bidder as successful the appeal may be filed

only by a Bidder who has participated in procurement proceedings;

Provoded further that in case a procuring Entity evaluates the Technical Bids before
the opening of the Financial Bids, an appeal related to the matter of Financial Bids

may be filed only by a Bider whose Technical Bid is found to be acceptable;

(2) The officer to whom an appeal is filed unde para (1) shall deal with the appeal as

1. Correction of Arthmetical errors

Provided that a Financial Bid is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity will
correcty arithmetical errors diring evaluation of Financial Bids on the following basis:

If there is discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by
multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and the total price
shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of the Procuring Entity there is an obvious
misplacement of the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as
quoted shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected,

If there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of subtotals,
the subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be corrected, and
